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Abstract

The paper maps publication outcomes of Czech sociologists in journals with impact
factor within the last decade. The methodology we employ is similar to that used in
recently published work analyzing the productivity of Czech economists. Our work is
based on data from the Web of Science and covers the 1998 to 2007 period. Publication
outcomes for sociology are presented within the context of the whole field of social
sciences. The productivity of individual authors is based on data about published
articles, impact factors of journals, and co-author shares and citations. Our analysis does
not provide detailed insight on publications in another most important publication
channel — scientific monographs — due to non-existence of suitable quality indicators.
Our analysis shows that similar authors rank among the first fifty using the selected
indicators of impact factor and citation indexes. The order differs fairly strongly
according to the indicator selected, however. It turns out that publication-wise, there are
rather strongly differentiated groups of sociologists also in the Czech Republic.

Clanek mapuje publika¢ni vysledky &eskych sociologii v impaktovanych odbornych
Casopisech v poslednich deseti letech. Prace vychazi zudaji Web of Science.
Metodologicky navazuje na nedavno publikovanou analyzu pro oblast ¢eské ekonomie.
Publikacéni vysledky v oblasti sociologie jsou zasazeny do ramce situace v celé oblasti
spoleCenskych véd. Na zaklad¢ bibliometrickych udaji o poctech publikovanych
¢lanka, impakt faktorech Casopisti, autorskych podilech a citacich jsou prezentovany
vysledky jednotlivych autord. Studie neposkytuje vhled do publikacni produkce v
dal$im vyznamném segment — védeckych monografiich — protoZe pro n€¢ dosud nejsou
k dispozici pouzitelné ukazatele kvality. Analyza ukazuje, Ze mezi nejlepSimi padesati
sociology se vétSina vyskytuje bez ohledu na zvoleny ukazatel zaloZzeny na impakt
faktorech nebo citacich. Jejich potfadi se vSak v zdvislosti na zvoleném indikatoru
neziidka vyrazné lisi. Ukazuje se, ze i v Ceské republice existuji rizné skupiny
sociologli podle formy publikovani.
