Most important scientific achievements

Developing category-theoretic framework for universal homogeneous structures, in particular, using metric-
enriched categories. The topic originates from publications [19] and [25] in the list below. One of its appli-
cations is finding the first isometrically universal separable quasi-Banach spaces together with universal pro-
jections on them (publication [20] in the list below), and a unique universal graded Fréchet space with certain
extension property (publication [11]). The most general theory so far is contained in the preprint [W. Kubis,
Metric-enriched categories and approximate Fraissé limits, arXiv:1210.6506], still under development. This
work has already received several citations.
