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Struéna historie oddéleni

A brief history of the department

Z4hy po svém zaloZen{ zagal Ustav postupné bu-
dovat uméleckohistorickou dokumentaci, kterd
se po svém kvantitativnim nérastu promeénila

v organizacni jednotku. Toto oddéleni bylo jako
tzv. archivn{ pracovisté volné spojeno s kni-
hovnou, fototékou a doc¢asné i s bibliografickou
dokumentaci v §ifeji zaméreny Utvar a posléze

v pracovni skupinu védeckych informaci. Jednot-
livé ¢asti tohoto utvaru si v8ak vzdy zachovavaly
urditou autonomnost. Oddéleni od samého pocat-
ku své ¢innosti zapasilo s problémem vhodnych
prostor, zejména pak depozitaru. I pres veskerou
snahu Ustavu byl cenny materil nucené po celd
desetileti uloZen ¢asto v nevhodnych suterénnich
a sklepnich prostorach prazskych ¢inzovnich
dom (Kirovova ul., Minska ul., Zitomirsk4 ul.,
Pigkova ul., Vojt&sska ul.). Vedle nejriiznéjsich
technickych nedostatki byla nejvétsim problé-
mem vlhkost a s tim spojené ohrozeni plisnémi.
C4st fond? byla pak poskozena ¢ zcela zni¢ena
havérii vodovodniho potrubi v roce 1987. Problém
s fadou stale se ménicich problematickych tloz-
nych prostor byl na del$i dobu vyfeSen v roce 1994
a fondy mohly byt soustfedény v adaptovaném
depozitari v Legerové ulici. Vzhledem k rekon-
strukci domu, v némz byly depozitafe umistény,
vSak v roce 2008 opét nastala nutnost resit nové
ulozeni vétsi ¢asti fondd, coZ se nakonec poda-
rilo realizovat instalaci vysokych regald v ¢asti
druhého patra hlavniho sidla Ustavu v Husové
ulici. V roce 2010 byl zprovoznén i specializova-
ny depozitar pro fondy obrazové dokumentace.

Soon after its founding, the Institute gradually
began to build art-historical documentation,
which transformed into an organizational unit
after its quantitative growth. This department
was as a so-called archival workplace loosely
connected with the library, photo gallery

and temporarily also with bibliographic
documentation in a broadly focused unit and later
in a working group of scientific information, but
the individual parts of this unit always maintained
a certain autonomy. From the very beginning

of its activity, the department has struggled

with the issue of suitable areas, particularly

then depositories. Despite all the efforts of the
Institute, valuable material was necessarily
deposited for entire decades often in unsuitable
basement and cellar areas of Prague tenement
houses (Kirovova St., Minska St., Zitomirska St.,
Pigkova St., Vojt&3ska St.). Other than diverse
technical shortcomings, the greatest problem

was dampness and the threat connected with it of
moulds. Part of the fonds were then damaged or
completely destroyed by an accident of the water
pipes in 1987. The issue with the ever-changing
problematic depository spaces was resolved

for a longer time in 1994 and the fonds could be
concentrated in an adapted depository in Legerova
Street. However, considering the reconstruction of
the house in which the depositories were placed,
the necessity to resolve the new deposition of the
larger part of the fonds occurred again in 2008,
which in the end led to the implementation of

V oddéleni plsobili za dobu jeho existence Jaro-
slav Slavik, Marie Pavlikov4, Marie Lomicov4,
Jana Bélohlavkovd, Otakar Hulec, Martin Halata,
Jaroslava Hausenblasové, Jaroslava Lencova,
Adriana Primusové a Pavla Machalikova, v sou-
¢asné dobé pak na plny ¢i ¢asteény uvazek Jiti
Roh4éek (vedouci), Kristina Uhlikov4, Petra
Trnkov4, Jana MareSova a David Vrdna. Specific-
kym rysem bylo delegovani ¢asti ivazku pracov-
nikd jinych oddéleni pro zpracovani specifickych
fondt (Martin Krummbholz, §tépén Vacha, Lenka
Panuskové). V konzervatorské dilné plisobi
Tereza Ciglerova, Katerina DoleZalova, Barbara
Gajewsk4 a Petra Semikova. Dale se prilezitostné
na praci oddéleni podilely a podileji dokument4-
torské a studentské pomocné védecké sily, popt.

i externi pracovnici, vesmés v rdmci feSeni gran-
tovych projekt nebo v ramci dobrovolnického
programu ustavu.

Soucasné oddéleni dokumentace je zafazeno
mezi védecka oddéleni, ponechéva si vsak i svou
servisni funkei. Jeho pracovnici fesi fadu bada-
telskych tkolt, zejména z oblasti prament pro
déjiny umeéni, a podileji se na ustavnich pro-
jektech. Oddéleni bylo a je nositelem i velkych
narodnich a mezindrodnich grantd. Dlezit4 je
¢innost edi¢ni. Soudasti oddéleni je i védecké
Centrum epigrafickych a sepulkralnich studii,
vzniklé roku 2005 na zakladé stavajici epigrafické
dokumentace. V roce 2018 bylo zaloZeno Centrum
pro vyzkum fotografie.

S oddélenim jsou spojeny ediéni fady Fontes histo-
riae artium a Epigraphica et Sepulcralia. Oddéleni
organizuje pravidelné konference k problematice
sepulkralnich pamétek a k problematice pisem-
nych prament pro déjiny umeéni a vétsi ¢i mensi
mérou se podili na radé dalsich vystavnich, kon-
ferenénich a publikaénich projekta.

Vlastni fondy oddéleni pak pro svoji ¢innost vyu-
zivaji nejen pracovnici Gstavu, ale jsou oteviené
pro veskeré tuzemské a zahrani¢ni badatele.
Badateliim je k dispozici vybavend badatelna

s pravidelnym rezimem.
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the installation of high stacks in the parts of the
second floor of the main headquarters of the
Institute in Husova Street.

In 2010, also a specialized depository for the fonds
of pictorial documentation was put into operation.
Its own conservators’ workshop has taken care

of the fonds of the department since 2009.
Jaroslav Slavik, Marie Pavlikovd, Marie Lomicov4,
Jana Bélohldvkova, Otakar Hulec, Martin Halata,
Jaroslava Hausenblasovd, Jaroslava Lencov4,
Adriana Primusové and Pavla Machalikova
worked in the department during the time of'its
existence, currently Ji¥{ Roh4&ek (head), Kristina
Uhlikov4, Petra Trnkov4, Jana Mare$ova and
David Vrana. work there on a full-time or
part-time basis. A specific feature has been

the delegation of part of the workload of the
employees of other departments for the treatment
of specific fonds (Martin Krummholz, Stépan
Vacha, Lenka Panusgkova). Tereza Ciglerova,
Katerina Dolezalova, Barbara Gajewska and Petra
Semikov4 work in the conservator’s workshop.
Documenter and student auxiliary scientific
forces, or also external employees, continue to
share occasionally in the works of the department
mainly within the resolution of grant projects or
within the volunteer programme of the institute.
Currently, the Department of Documentation

is included among the scientific departments,

but it has been left also its service function. Its
employees resolve a number of research tasks,
particularly from the area of the sources for art
history and take part in institutional projects.

The department has been the bearer also of large
national and international grants. Its editorial
work is important. A component

of the department is also the scientific Centre

of Epigraphic and Sepulchral Studies, created

in 2005 based on the existing epigraphic
documentation. In 2018, the Photography Research
Centre was established.

The editorial series Fontes historiae artium and
Epigraphica et Sepulcralia are connected with the
department. The department organizes regular
conferences on the issue of sepulchral monuments
and on the issue of the written sources for

art history and to a greater or lesser extent
participates in a number of other exhibition,
conference and publication projects.

The actual fonds of the department are used for
their activity not only by the employees of the
institute but are open for all domestic and foreign
researchers. An equipped research room with
aregular regime is available for researchers.

Fonds and collections

V péci oddéleni se v sou¢asné dobé nachazi

48 fondd (osobnich poziistalosti, fondd instituci-
onalnich a sbirkovych).

Nejdéle je oddélenim spravovan fond Archeo-
logicky institut Nikodima Pavlovi¢e Kondakova
(1925-1952), ktery spolu s &sti osobni poztistalosti
tohoto vyznamného byzantologa byl tehdy jesté
Kabinetu pro teorii a d&jiny uméni Ceskoslovenské
akademie véd predan ptijeho zaloZeni roku 1953.
Kromé pisemnosti obsahoval tento soubor také
pozistatky drivéjsich sbirek Institutu - cennou
sbirku minci, 8o ikon (které jsou nyni uloZeny
jako depozit Ustavu d&jin uméni (UDU) AV CR

v N4rodni galerii) a shirku drobnych artefaktii
(dnes tzv. Uméleckoarcheologick4 shirka Konda-
kovova institutu).

Nejrozsahlejsim a dlouhodobé nejvice badatel-
sky navstévovanym fondem je osobni poziistalost
akademika Zdetika Wirtha (1878-1961). Tento
vyznamny ¢esky historik uméni a pamatkar patrné
jiz fadu let pred svou smrti predpokladal predani
své pozustalosti védecké instituci, kterd by praco-
vala na rozsahlych projektech, bez nichz byl dalsi
rozvoj d&jin uméni v Ceskoslovensku nemyslitelny.
Vétsinu téchto projektd se béhem prvni republiky
zdaleka nepodatilo realizovat (soupis pamadtek,
souborné déjiny uméni jednotlivych zemi a korpu-
sy uréitych typti uméleckych dé&l).

Na zdkladé téchto ivah nechal zfejmé rezervovat
pro svoji pot¥ebu vétsi ¢ast tzv. Pamatkového archi-
vu budovaného od 20. let minulého stolet{ Statnim
fotomérickym tGstavem. Po Wirthové smrti vSe

There are 48 fonds (personal legacies, institutional
fonds and collections)currently in the care

of the department.

The fonds of the Archaeological Institute of
Nikodim Pavlovich Kondakov (1925-1952) has been
administered the longest by the institute, which
was given to the then still Cabinet for the Theory
and History of Art of the Czechoslovak Academy
of Sciences at its foundation in 1953 along with
part of the personal legacy of this important
Byzantologist. Besides writings, this collection
contained also the legacy of the earlier collections
of the Institute - a valuable collection of coins,

80 icons (which are now stored as a deposit of

the Institute of Art History (IAH) of the CAS in
the National Gallery) and a collection of small
artefacts (today the so-called Art-Archaeological
Collection of the Kondakov Institute).

The largest and most visited by researchers in

the long term fonds is the personal legacy of

the academician Zden&k Wirth (1878-1961). This
significant Czech art historian and preservationist
anticipated ostensibly already for a number of
years before his death the transfer of his legacy

to a scientific institution, which would work on
extensive projects, without which the further
development of art history in Czechoslovakia
would be unthinkable. It was not possible by far

to implement the majority of these projects during
the First Republic (inventory of monuments, the
comprehensive art history of individual lands

and corpuses of certain types of art works).

preslo spole¢né s jeho vlastnimi pisemnostmi pod
hlavi¢kou ,,0sobni pozistalosti“ do majetku Ustavu
pro teorii a déjiny uméni, ktery se mél stat onim
touzebné o¢ekdvanym védeckym pracovistém,

na jehoz ptidé mohly byt koneéné uskuteénény
vSechny planované projekty. Vét§ina materiala
pochézejicich z Pamétkového archivu byla postup-
né z Wirthovy pozistalosti vy¢lenéna a dnes tvori
samostatné fondy ¢i sbirky. Grafické listy a kresby
jsou soustredény ve sbirce grafiky a kresby, plany
v tzv. staré planové dokumentaci.

Z osobnich fonda vznikly delimitaci z Wirthova
fondu pozustalosti ¢i fragmenty pozistalosti
Antona Gnirse (1873-1933), Rudolfa Hlubinky
(1878-1951), Karla Chytila (1857-1934), Rudolfa Ku-
chynky (1869-1925) a Karla B. Médla (1859-1932).
Béhem 20. let minulého stoleti predala Archeo-
logicka komise Statnimu fotomérickému tstavu
svou shirku fotografii, ndkrest a pland, kterd
byla ve 30. letech doplnéna ¢asti registratury této
instituce, pfedev$im z obdobi, kdy Zdenék Wirth
plisobil jako jeji predseda (dnes fond Archeolo-
gickd komise). Sou¢4sti Pamétkového archivu se
na po¢atku 50. let minulého stoleti staly zfejmé
také pisemnosti Narodn{ kulturni komise, kterou
Wirth vedl v letech 1947 a% 1951 (dnes fond N4rod-
ni kulturni komise).

Rozsahly soubor fotografii a negativii (cca 60 000),
jenz byl dfive soucasti Pamatkového archivu, se

v nedavné dobé stal zdkladem nové samostatné
sbirky fotografie, do niz byly zatrazeny i topo-
grafické fotografie z dalsich fondd spravovanych
oddélenim.

Sbirka staré planové dokumentace, vznikla z fon-
da byvalého Pamatkového archivu, byla od 60. let
doplniovana novéjsimi plany, které byly pripra-
vovéany pro publikace vydévané Ustavem (dnes
sbirka nové planové dokumentace).

Based on these considerations, he apparently
had reserved for his needs a greater part of the
so-called Monument Archive built from the
1920s by the State Photo-Measurement Institute.
After Wirth's death, everything was transferred
along with his own writings under the entry
“personal legacy” to the property of the Institute
for the Theory and History of Art, which was

to become that eagerly anticipated scientific
workplace, where all of the planned projects
could finally be implemented. The majority of the
materials coming from the Monument Archive
was gradually appropriated from Wirth's legacy
and today comprise independent fonds or
collections. The graphic sheets and sketches are
concentrated in the Collection of Graphics and
Drawings, the plans in the so-called Old Planning
Documentation.

From the personal fonds, delimitations were
created from Wirth's fonds or fragments of

the legacies of Anton Gnirs (1873-1933), Rudolf
Hlubinka (1878-1951), Karel Chytil (1857-1934),
Rudolf Kuchynka (1869-1925) and Karel B. M4dl
(1859-1932).

During the 1920s, the Archaeological Commission
transferred to the State Photo-Measurement
Institute its collections of Photographs, sketches,
and plans, which were complemented in the 1930s
with parts of the registration of the institution,
mainly from the time when Zdenék Wirth
served as its president (today the fonds of the
Archaeological Commission). Apparently, the
writings of the National Cultural Commission,
which Wirth led in 1947 to 1951 (today the Fonds
of the National Cultural Commission) also became
components of the Monument Archive at the
beginning of the 1950s.

The extensive collection of photographs and
negatives (ca 60 000), which used to be part

of the Monument Archive, recently became

the basis of the new independent collection

of photography, in which also the topographic
photography from other fonds administered

by the department have been included.

The Collection of Old Planning Documentation,
created from the fonds of the former Monument
Archive, have been complemented since the
1960s with new plans, which were prepared for
a publication issued by the Institute (today the
Collection of New Planning Documentation).
Until 1989, the then still Institute for the Theory
and History of Art CSAS acquired by gift or
purchase the personal fonds of art historians -

fondy historikd uménf: Josefa Cibulky (1886-1968),
Rudolfa Chumana (1892-1957), Viktora Kotrby
(1907-1973), Vincence Kramaére (1877-1960),
Vaclava M. Nebeského (1899-1949), Jaromira
Peéirky (1891-1966), Josefa Poldka (1886-1945),
Ivana Sperlinga (1930-1987) a Frantiska Z4kavce
(1878-1937). Mezi lety 1993-1997 ptijal déle do své
péce Cast pozustalosti bibliofila Josefa Jerabka
(1877-1957) a histori¢ky uméni Jarmily Kréélové
(1928-1993). V roce 1997 byl zaloZen fond Do-
kumentace ¢eského vytvarného uméni po roce
1945. Soucasné byl porddacimi pracemi z fondu
Karla Chytila vy¢lenén fond Antonina Matéjcka
(1889-1950) a z pozflistalosti Vincence Kraméate
pisemnosti Kruhu pro péstovani déjin uméni
(1913-1960).

V rozmezi let 1998-2008 byl dosavadni rozsah fon-
di rozsiren o dalsi osobni poztstalosti historikd

a histori¢ek umeénf i vytvarnych umélca:

Vlasty Dvotakové (1920-2005), Olgy Herbenové
(1927-1990), Jana Kotika (1916-2002), Bedticha
Piskace (1898-1929), Evy Reitharové (1925-2003),
Zdetika Rykra (1900-1940), Hany Volavko-

vé (1904-1985) a zvl45té Jaromira Neumanna
(1924-2001). Od roku 2004 je oddé&leni pribézné
predavan spolkovy fond Uméleckohistorické
spoleénosti (1990-). V poslednich letech byly pie-
vzaty pozustalosti historik®i uméni Josefa Krasy
(1933-1985), Karla Stejskala (1931-2014) a restau-
ratora Karla Veselého (1912-1997). Mimo tyto
osobni a institucionalni fondy je zde uloZena také
dokumentace mnoha vyznamnych vystav, kon-
ferenci ¢i publikaci pripravovanych pracovniky
Ustavu a déle fada samostatnych dokumentd (ne-
vydanych rukopist, excerpt z archivnich doku-
mentti apod.). Materialy tohoto typu jsou vedeny
ve Sbirce jednotlivin. V roce 2016 byl zalozen
fond k historii Ustavu d&jin uméni, kam byly
prevedeny materidly tykajici se této instituce ze
Sbirky jednotlivin. Déle je tento fond prubézné
obohacovan o novéjsi dokumenty. V roce 2000
byla v rdmci oddéleni dokumentace zaloZena Epi-
grafickd dokumentace, jejimz tkolem je budovani
oborové knihovny, dokumentace a fototéky sou-
visejici s vyzkumnymi tkoly v oboru epigrafiky

a sepulkrélni plastiky.

Josef Cibulka (1886-1968), Rudolf Chuman
(1892-1957), Viktor Kotrba (1907-1973), Vincenc
Kramat (1877-1960), V4clav M. Nebesky (1899~
1949), Jaromir Peéirka (1891-1966), Josef Poldk
(1886-1945), Ivan Sperling (1930-1987) and
Franti$ek Zakavec (1878-1937). In 1993-1997, it
further added into its care part of the legacy

of the bibliophile Josef Je¥dbek (1877-1957) and art
historian Jarmila Kré4lova (1928-1993). In 1997
the Fonds of the Documentation of Czech Fine
Arts after 1945 was founded. At the same time,
organizational work from the fonds of Karel Chytil
were included in the fonds of Antonin Matéj¢ek
(1889-1950) and the writings in the Circle for

the Cultivation of Art History (1913-1960) were
separated from the legacy of Vincenc Kramar.

In 1998-2008 the existing size of the fonds were
expanded by other personal legacies of art
historians and fine artists: Vlasta Dvordkova
(1920-2005), Olga Herbenov4 (1927-1990), Jan
Kotik (1916-2002), Bed¥ich Piska¢ (1898-1929),
Eva Reitharov4 (1925-2003), Zden&k Rykr
(1900-1940), Hana Volavkov4 (1904-1985) and
particularly Jaromir Neumann (1924-2001). Since
2004, the department has been continuously
transferred the association fonds of the Art-
Historical Society (1990-). Recently, the legacies
of the art historians Josef Krasa (1933-1985),

Karel Stejskal (1931-2014) and the restorer Karel
Vesely (1912-1997) have been received. Besides
these personal and institutional fonds, also the
documentation of many significant exhibitions,
conferences or publications prepared by the
employees of the Institute and further a number
of independent documents (unpublished
manuscripts, excerpts from archival documents
etc.) are deposited here. Materials of this type
are kept in the Collection of Individual Pieces.

In 2016, a fonds for the history of the Institute of
Art History was established, where the relevant
materials from the Collection of Individual Pieces
were transferred. This fonds is continuously
enriched with newer documents. In 2000
Epigraphic Documentation was founded within
the Department of Documentation, the task of
which is building a field library, documentation
and photo archive, associated with research tasks
in the field of epigraphy and sepulchral sculpture.

Archaeological Commission at the Czech
Academy for Sciences and Arts

1912-1949"

Archaeological Commission (AK) was founded
as a new section of the Czech Academy of Sciences
and Arts (CASA)? in 1893. It was established
directly by President of the Academy Josef
Hlavka and its main task became the Inventory
of Monuments in the lands of the Kingdom of
Bohemia. The preparatory works on this project
were begun in 1895; the editorial committee then
comprised Josef Ladislav Pi¢, Frantisek Xaver
Borovsky, Karel Boromejsky Madl and Bohumil
Matéjka. The author of the overall conception,
arising mainly from the German models,

became the leader of all of this foundational
generation of art history Karel Chytil. The
inventory was gradually to contain the Kingdom
of Bohemia, thus 93 political districts, which
were to correspond to the individual volumes.
Moreover, for some towns and other significant
localities, independent volumes were planned
(predominantly Prague, Pilsen, Kutna Hora,
Karlstejn, the chateaus Roudnice nad Labem,
Hlubok4 and later also others). Thus, this

issuance of more than 100 publications in the
Czech language and the same number of their
German versions. However, it was possible to treat
only fifty volumes of political districts by 1937

and 4 volumes from the Prague inventory devoted
to the cathedral of St Vitus and its chapter. Besides
the inventories, the institution also dealt with

a number of other, albeit not so large, projects.

The end of the activity of the Commission is likely
related to the closure of the CASA at the beginning
of the 1950s.

The Institute was founded in Prague by the
students and admirers of Nikodim Pavlovich
Kondakov (1844-1925, art historian and
archaeologist, specialist in Byzantine and Early
Russian art and associated issues, the founder

of modern Russian archaeology, pioneer of the
iconographic method, from 1922 professor at the
FA CU), shortly after his death. Until 1931, it had
the title Seminarium Kondakovianum, then the
Archaeological Institute of N. P. Kondakov. In 1938
part of the Institute moved to Belgrade, where it
was partially destroyed in 1941 by bombing. The
Institute was forced to discontinue its activities
in 1952. From the beginning of its activity, the
Seminarium set its main aim as the continuation
of Kondakov’s works and publication of his
manuscripts. Gradually, thanks to its sceintfiic
and particularly publication activity (yearbook
Seminarium Kondakovianum, after 1937 Annales

de I"Institut Kondakov, the series Zografika /
iconography/ and Skythika /Eurasian studies/
etc.), it became an internationally renowned
workplace, but the planned pedagogical activity
remained limited to a relatively small circle

of students. The Institute, coming from the

circle of Russian émigrés after the Revolution
(Kalitinski, Vernadski, Bernadski, Toll, Rasotsvaki,
Rozdianko, Yashvilovd), despite that found its
students, members and adherents gradually in
Bohemia (Josef Myslivec, Karel Schwarzenberg).
Also the Cabinet for the Theory and History of Art
of the Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences built on it.

editions, with a direct tie to the history of Czech
and global fine arts. It builds on the multi-year
European tradition represented by for instance
the series Quellenschriften fiir Kunstgeschichte und
Kunsttechnik des Mittelalters und der Renaissance,
Jahrbuch der kunsthistorischen Sammlungen,

or for example here with Pamdtky archeologické
[Archaeological Monuments]. In the creation of
the editorial plan, the editorial board starts mainly
from the professional focus of the Institute of Art
History of the CAS, from the individual scientific
tasks of its employees and from the research of the
themes for the further development of art history
as a scientific discipline.

Circle for the Cultivation of Art History
1913-1960

The Circle for the Cultivation of Art History
(KPDU) was founded in 1913 at the impetus

of Karel Chytil, FrantiSek A. Borovsky, Frantisek
X. Harlas, Karel B. Madl, Jaromir Pecirka, and
Cyril A. Straka. Its main aim was to support the
interest of the public in art history, museology and
monument care. The members were art historians
and employees of related fields but also a large
number of non-professional interested parties.
The programme consisted of social outings,
excursions and dinners with lectures. The results
of the scientific activities were published mainly
in the yearbook Rocenka KPDU founded in 1915.

We can consider the most fruitful period of the
Circle to be 1915-1933, when its president was
Karel Chytil. The society finished its activity after
the death of its last president Antonin Matéjcek in
1950, but it was not officially dissolved until 1960.

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National Cultural Commission
(1917) 1947-1954

The National Cultural Commission (NKK)

was established by Act No. 137/46 Coll. from

16 May 1946 at the Ministry of Education and
Enlightenment as the body for the administration
of state cultural property. It began its activities

in February 1947. In terms of personnel, it was
comprised of representatives of the Ministry

of Education and Enlightenment, Interior,
Finance, Agriculture, Transport, Internal Trade,
National Defence and the State Planning Office.
The function of its president for the entire time
was held by Zdenék Wirth. The executive bodies
of the National Cultural Commission were at the
beginning two offices - one administrative at the
Ministry of Education and Enlightenment and one
technical at the Ministry of Technology, they were
later integrated into one office. The content of the
activity was the administration of nationalized
buildings after 1945 and the moveable property
declared to be state cultural property. It was closed
as a separate organization at the end of 1951.

Contents of the fonds: legislative provisions of the
NKK, executive guidelines and provisions, lists

of objects, which belonged under their authority,
inventory lists, and estimates of the objects and
collections of the taken objects, inventories

of the property confiscated from German citizens,
materials concerning the ceremonial opening of
the chateaus administered by the NKK (Litomys],
Nelahozeves, Slavkov, Veltrusy, Vizovice) and other
documents arising from the official agenda. The
fonds further contains also writings concerning the
administration of state cultural property after the
closure of the NKK (until 1954), inventory lists of the
chateaus (those of the Schwarzenberg family and
nationalized from the property of the family of the
Habsburgs) from 1919 and 1920 and the inventory
lists of several Bohemian and Moravian chateaus
made during the occupation by the commission
established by the Land Office for Bohemia and
Moravia (Bodenamt fiir Bshmen und Méahren).

Institute of Art History of the CAS
1952

The history of the Institute of Art History dates
back to 1953, when the Cabinet for the Theory and
History of Art of the CSAS was founded, later the
Institute for the Theory and History of Art of the
CSAS, since 1992 the Institute of Art History of
the Czech Academy of Sciences. The main task of
the IAH has since the beginning been to ensure
balanced and systematic scientific research in the
field of the history and theory of art. The results of
the scientific work have gradually been presented
in the voluminous History of Czech Fine Arts, in
anumber of publications, in exhibition catalogues
and are published in an ongoing way in profes-
sional journals, primarily in the institute’s peri-
odical Uméni (Art), founded in 1953. The Institute
also publishes an art-historical topography. With
the establishment of the Institute, a service de-
partments were established - a library, a bibliog-
raphy, a photo collection with a photo studio and
the Department of Documentation.

Content of the fonds: The act material from the ac-
tivities of the institution is from 1952 concentrated
in the Archive of the Czech Academy of Sciences.

Josef Cibulka first briefly studied philosophy

at the University of Prague, then theology at

the Bohemian College in Rome. He continued
further in his study in Vienna, where he attended
the lectures and seminars of the professors

Josef Strzygowski and Max Dvorak. From 1921,

he lectured on the history of ecclesiastical art,
Christian archaeology and church history at the
Faculty of Theology of Charles University

in Prague, from 1927 was associate professor at the
Faculty of Arts of the same university. During the
war, he was the director of the Czech-Moravian
Land Gallery and from 1947 the canon of the
collegial chapter at All Saints at Prague Castle,
from 1956 he was its provost. In 1952, he became

a professor at the Roman Catholic Cyril and
Methodius Faculty of Theology in Litomérice. At
the same time, he presided for a number of years
the Czech National Committee for Art History
and in 1946 became a member of the committee of
ICOM.

Professionally, he focused particularly on early
Christian art, early medieval architecture (the
churches of Great Moravia, the buildings of
Prague Castle) and medieval art (Bohemian panel
painting, the coronation jewels), but he also dealt

He studied classical philology, history and geography
at the University of Prague. After graduation. he
went to Pula, where he worked as a secondary-
school teacher. The main content of his stay in Istria
was monument care activity and archaeological
research. In 1901 he became the representative of the
Austrian Archaeological Institute for South Istria.

In 1902 he accepted the post of conservator of the
Central Commission for Research and Preservation
of Monuments of this area. In 1912 he was promoted
to the land conservator for Primorje and in 1915

also for Carinthia and Carniola. In 1916 he was
appointed to the ruling council and in 1919 was
called to the international commission for a treaty
in Vienna. During the war, he devoted himself to

an inventory of inscriptions on the bells destined
for disposal in Gorica. After the war, he returned

to his native Bohemia. He became a professor of
history, geography and German in Loket. At the
same time, however, he held the honorary post of
head of the Municipal Museum and Archive there.
At that time, he also devoted himself to inventory
work and study of the sources on the history of
Karlovy Vary under appointment from the Ministry
of Education and Enlightenment and in cooperation
with the Archaeological Commission of the Czech
Academy of Sciences and Arts. He had credit in the
construction preservation of the castle of Loket.

He later guided excavations in South Moravia and
at the castle in Cheb.

Rudolf Hlubinka

1878-1951

Lawyer, official of the Prague magistrate,
preservationist.

He studied at the Faculty of Law of Charles
University in Prague. From 1922, he worked

at the Conservation Committee of the Capital City
of Prague, he later led the building department
of the Prague magistrate. He had credit in the
creation of the inventory of historical, artistic
and natural monument property on the territory
of Great Prague. The collection of photography

of the Conservation Committee, which he
founded, was a graphic and detailed description
of the development of Prague. It contained
25,000 photographs. The results of the survey and
documentation were deposited in the Archive

of the Capital City of Prague and were partially
destroyed by the fire at the Old Town Hall in 1945.

Contents of the fonds: written and photographic
documents of building monuments and records
on their protection in 1920-1951, newspaper
clippings, documents from public activities,
scientific activities mainly in the field of
archaeology, documentation of the buildings,
which disappeared within the regulation and
urban renewal, or were rebuilt.

1885 he was the president of the Archaeological
Commission CASA and leader of its inventory
project. In 1911 he became a regular professor

and head of a seminar at the Department of Art
History of Prague’s Czech University, he served
in this post until 1927. His scientific interests
were very broad, but he most dealt with Czech
medieval art (book painting of the Luxembourg
and Jagiellonian periods, the person of P. Parlér,
the medieval appearance of Prague Castle etc.).
His important acts include the beginning of the
professional study of Rudolfine Mannerism and
the organization of the first exhibition of the
artistic works of that period in Bohemia (1904).

After the mid-1950s and at the beginning of the
1960s, he came all the way to gestic painting. In
1958 he participated in EXPO 58 in Brussels. In
1969 he obtained a scholarship to stay in West
Berlin, where he settled permanently and taught
at Academies of Fine Arts. After the revolution,
he worked simultaneously in Berlin and in
Czechoslovakia (Academy of Fine Arts, Institute
of Art Education at the University of J. E. Purkyné
in Usti nad Labem).

He was born into a Czech family in Glinzburg,
Bavaria, where he also completed his studies

at the secondary grammar school and later
architecture at the Technical University in
Munich. In the 1930s, he worked briefly at an
architectural office in Brno, but he was ever more
inclined to historical buildings. In 1937, he became
an employee of the State Photo-Measurement
Office and at the same time started his study of
art history at the University of Prague. In 1940 to
1958, he worked as a professional preservationist
at the State Monument Office, later the State
Monument Administration. From 1958 until his
death, he worked as the head of the Department
of Architecture in the Institute for the Theory
and History of Art of the Czechoslovak Academy
of Sciences. He professionally dealt mainly

with Central European Gothic and Baroque
architecture.

Franze Wickhoffa a Aloise
Riegla.

Vincenc Kramar
1877-1960
Art Historian, collector, critic and theorist.

He first studied history at the universities in
Prague and Munich, then art history at the
Kunsthistorisches Institut in Vienna, where he was
a student of Franz Wickhoff and Alois Riegl. After
finishing his studies, he undertook numerous study
trips (Spain, Belgium, England, France, Vienna).

In 1919 after returning from the front, he took over
the governance of the Picture Gallery of the Society
of Nationalist Friends of the Arts and from 1937
after its transfer to state administration he held

the post of director of the State Collection of Early
Art. For the entire period of the First Republic, he
successfully tried to raise the collection fonds of the
gallery, as well as the treatment and installation of
the collections on the European level.

His professional interest was very broad - from
Czech art of the 19* century through European
Cubism and Baroque painting to Czech medieval
art. Practically all of his scientific studies are

the most interesting and highest quality works,
which were written in Czech art history of the
first half of the 20" century, but Kramar was also
an important collector focused mainly on the
painting of the French Cubists and Czech art of the
19t and 20" centuries. He donated the larger part
of his collection to the National Gallery in 1960.

Josef Krasa

1933-1985
Art Historian.

After graduating from the secondary grammar
school in Céslav, he studied art history at the
Faculty of Arts of Charles University in Prague
(1953-1958), where he was a student of Jan Kvét and
Jaroslav Pesina. He also subsequently defended his
dissertation here on Renaissance wall paintings of
St Wenceslas’s Chapel. From 1957 until his death,
he was employed at the Institute of the Theory

and History of Art of the Czechoslovak Academy
of Sciences. He worked as its scientific secretary,
editor-in-chief of its journal Uméni (Art) and
member of the scientific collegium of sciences and
arts of the Academy of Sciences. Krésa was one

of the most important representatives of the field
after WWII. The focus of his professional work was
the issue of Czech book painting, but he also dealt
with wall painting of that time. Methodologically,
he preferred a broader cultural-historical
approach, not limited only to a stylistical critical
analysis. Of his larger and long-term treated
topics, it is possible to mention i.a. the illuminated
manuscripts of Wenceslas IV, the monographic
treatment of which is one of the basic works of
Czech medieval studies, art of the time of the last
Premyslids and the issue of foreign manuscripts
in Czechoslovak collections.

Most of her studies came out in the journal Uméni
(Art), but she also wrote a number of publications.
Kréédlova was a long-term scientific employee

of the Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences, where
her most significant tasks included work on four
volumes of the Artistic Monuments of Bohemia,

of which she was the executive editor.

Art Historian, official of the Vinohrady magistrate.

After graduating from the Czech-Slavonic Business
Academy in Prague, he started as an official at the
Vinohrady magistrate, where after the merger of
Royal Vinohrady with the community of Prague
he became the magistrate director. Already during
his studies, Kuchynka was interested first in
history and then in the history of fine arts. At the
impetus of Josef Brani$, he soon began to publish
his knowledge. He specialized mainly in Czech
painting of the Renaissance, Baroque and 1°* half
of the 19® century. Kuchynka set a demanding
task as his final goal: to write a dictionary of
artists and artistic craftspeople, and subjected

his entire activity in the field of art history to this
plan. First of all, he focused on a planned revision
of the existing knowledge of Czech painters.
Kuchynka's organizational activity was also very
beneficial for Czech art history; he was in the
background of nine exhibitions organized by the
Fine Arts Unity and Circle of Friends of Painting
Art, later the Society of Collectors. The exhibitions
were devoted to the works of important Czech
painters, inter alia the production of Petr Brandl,
Véclav V. Reiner, Jan Kupecky, Karel Skréta, Josef
Navratil, Josef Manes, and August Piepenhagen.
Kuchynka also assembled catalogues for all of
these exhibitions.

Edelberg. From 1886, he taught at the School of
Decorative Arts in Prague, in 1894 he was named

a professor there. He cooperated in the publication
of the Inventory of Historical and Artistic Monuments
in the Kingdom of Bohemia. His research interest
focused mainly on Czech Baroque art, Czech
painting of the 19% century and current problems
in contemporary Czech art. In the 1890s he
became the speaker of the artists associated
around the Society of Fine Artists Manes. In

1883 after the death of Miroslav Tyr$, he became
the main critic of Ndrodni listy [National Pages,

a newspaper]. In 1929 his work in the field of the
modern conception of history was awarded by an
honorary doctorate.

Art Historian.

He was born in Budapest. After study at

a gymnazium in Domazlice, he moved to

Prague in 1907 and had himself registered at

the Faculty of Arts, where he studied French.
Under the influence of a stipend stay in Paris

in 1909-1910, he decided to change his field

of study and further devoted himself to art
history. He submitted his dissertation still in
1910 at the Faculty of Arts, which was however
rejected by the then head of the Department of
Art History Karel Chytil. Matéjéek therefore
addressed through Josef Susta Max Dvot4k, who
on the contrary evaluated it very positively. The
beginning of Matéj¢ek’s pedogogical activity
(School of Decorative Arts, Academy of Fine
Arts, after 1926 the Faculty of Arts of CU) was in
1915. In 1926 he was made an associate professor
and in 1930 named a regular professor at the
Faculty of Arts. From 1934 he held the post of
head of the Department of Art History. Matéjcek
devoted his professional interest to medieval
and contemporary art. He is the author of
Historiography of Art - the first Czech written
publication summarizing European art from
prehistory to the 20 century. In 1938 he was
elected the dean of the Faculty of Arts and worked
there until the closing of the universities. After the
war, he renewed his lecture activity.

Arts, where in 1945 he obtained a professorship in
aesthetics.

During this time, he
i.a. had a fondsamental share in the survey and
treatment of the collection of the Picture Gallery
of Prague Castle. He was recalled from the post
for political reasons and in 1971 he started as

In 1944 he was arrested
for his resistance activity and died at Auschwitz
in 1945.

a very personal way to contemporary artistic
stimuli. At the beginning of the 1920s he was close
to Magic Realism, and later was influenced by
Fauvism, in the 1930s especially by Surrealism.
His unusual production in many ways anticipating
the post-war development has only recently

been recognized. At the beginning of WWII,

he was affected by the tense atmosphere of the
Protectorate and Rykr committed suicide.

He studied painting at the School of Decorative
Arts and later at the Academy of Fine Arts in
Prague, in 1935 he completed an “honorary year”
at the detached workplace of Prague’s Academy
in Paris led by FrantiSek Kupka. Already during
his studies, he became acquainted with the
theory and practice of restoration work and 1937
was accepted at the restoration department of
the Picture Gallery of the Nationalist Friends

of Art. He worked with Bohuslav Slansky,

Adolf Bélohoubek and 1942-1943 completed

a stay at Vienna's Academy of Fine Arts. His
pedagogical activity is connected especially with
the University of Fine Arts in Bratislava. He is
considered the founding personality of restoration
in Slovakia, where he stored many important
monuments (a famous one for instance is the
restoration of the panel paintings from the main
altar of the Cathedral of St Elisabeth in Kosice).
He also restored a number of objects in Bohemia
and Moravia, including the paintings by Master
Theodoric from chapel of the Holy Rood at
Karl3tejn. He also worked abroad (the Albanian
Museum in Tirana, Florence).

In the last year of the war, she
was deported to Terezin. She returned to the
Jewish Museum in 1950 as its director, when she
built on the works of Josef Poldk. During her work
there, she devoted herself to Jewish monuments.
The other research work of Hana Volavkova was
focused mainly on the fine arts of the 19 century,
the art of Mannerism and contemporary art,
which she commented on in the period press.

She mediated to the Czech professional public
Gombrich’s theoretical studies.

He graduated from

the Faculty of Arts of
Prague’s University,

where besides the main
fields of Czech studies and
history he attended also
the lectures by Matéjek
and Hostinsky from art
history and aesthetics. He
later worked for several
years as a secondary-school
teacher, but at the same
time he began to take part
in the publications of the
Inventories of Monuments
within the project of the Archaeological
Commission of the Czech Academy of Sciences and
Arts. In 1905 he was appointed an assistant of the
Museum of Decorative Arts in Prague. After WWI,
he transferred to the Ministry of Education and
National Enlightment, where he soon became the
head of the enlightenment department. During
the First Republic, he intervened from the title

of his post in a very significant way in practically
all spheres of Czech culture, where his initiative
manifested itself in the most fondsamental way

in the areas of monument care, museum science,
archival science and the organization of science.
At his impetus, inter alia, the State Archaeological
Institute, State Photo-Measurement Institute

or Archival School were founded. After the

end of WWII, he focused on assuring the
nationalized monuments and he performed this
activity as the president of the National Cultural
Commission from 1947. In 1952 he was appointed
an academician of the newly created Czechoslovak
Academy of Sciences.

In professional terms, Zdenék Wirth is considered
an heir of the Viennese School of Art History. His
scientific vision was wide; he devoted himself to
Czech Baroque architecture and the architecture
of the 19™ and 20 centuries, historical urbanism,
the history of garden art, aristocratic seats or
Prague monuments.

Frantiek Zakavec studied first at the Faculty of
Arts of Charles-Ferdinand University in Prague,
then at several institutes in Paris. After his

return, he began to work as a secondary-school
and later as a university pedagogue. In 1924 he
obtained a professorship in the field of art history
at Comenius University in Bratislava. Besides

his pedagogical activities, he devoted himself
intensively to history and art history. Romanesque
and Gothic art were in the forefront of his interest,
but he also dealt with art of the 19 century,
contemporary art and art in Slovakia.

Documentation of Czech
Fine Arts after 1945

The Collection of Documentation is not a standard
closed archival fonds, but it creates the basis of

a growing collection of documents, established

in 1997 based on a project of the Institute of Art
History of the CAS, initiated and supported by

the association Schweizerisch-Tschechischer
Kunstfond and the foundation Pro Helvetia Ost/
West, the main sense of which was to document
Czech post-war affairs in the area of the fine arts
and culture. The collection of documents is one of
the results of the project, which focused on several
areas and topics especially from the period of

the 1950s and first half of the 1960s and emerged
based on contacts with witnesses. Despite being
documentation afer 1945, it reaches in its extent
also to the 1930s (materials from the legacy of

J. Chalupecky). A special file is the printed
invitations to exhibitions from 1997. Also materials
printed in Polish are included in the collection,
which document events on the Polish independent
arts scene after 1945. The majority

of the materials are available to the public.

Collection of Planning Documentation
17th century - present

The core of the collection comprises plans and
maps (so-called Old Planning Documentation

- SPD), which apparently were parts of

the Monument Archive of the State Photo-
Measurement Institute. The main reason for the
handover of this historically valuable collection
was its planned use for the prepared inventories
of artistic monuments. They are mainly materials
from the end of the 18" and the 19 centuries. Also
the plans coming from the earlier volumes of art-
historical topographies and also the plans from
the legacy fonds deposited in the Department of
Documentation were gradually included in this
part of the collection.

The second part is a set of new plans (so-called
New Planning Documentation - NPD), which
was made as a documentary component of the
inventories of artistic monuments issued from
the 1970s until the present by the Institute
(Umélecké pamdtky Cech, Umélecké pamdtky Moravy
and Slezska, Umélecké pamdtky Prahy - Artistic
Monuments of Bohemia; of Moravia and Silesia;
of Prague), or other publications prepared by
employees of the IAH (especially Dé&jin ceského
vytvarného uméni /History of Czech Fine Arts/).

Contents of the collection: plans of Prague and its
surroundigs, Prague quarters, European cities,
ground plans and other historical planning
documentation, predominantly of monument
objects (lordly seats, sacral objects, houses, army
buildings, farm buildings, bridges, gardens etc.)

Collection of Graphics and Drawings
15th-20th century

Itis a collection of prints, drawings, aquarelles and
gouaches, which were apparently originally a part
of the so-called Monument Archive created during
the First Republic and in the past-war period
within the State Photo-Measurement Institute.

We can consider Z. Wirth to be the main creator of
this collection.

Contents of the collection: Pragensia, regional
perspective graphic works with vedutas of Czech
towns, castles and chateaus, graphic prints
capturing social life, various celebrations, military
conflicts, sieges of cities etc. The collection contains
Renaissance and Baroque prints and particularly the
19" century prints. The earliest document is a view
of Prague from Schedel’s chronicle from 1493. The
earlier period up to the 18 century also includes
the engravings by J. Sadeler, V. Hollar, F. de Wit, the
famous cycle by E B. Werner, A. K. Balzer etc.

The graphic works of the 19 century include the
coloured engravings of the castles and chateaus by
E. K. Wolf, views of the regional towns by J. Débler,
Malerisch-historiches Album von Kénigreich Bohmen,
Malerisch-historiches Album von Mdhren und Schlesien,
Malerische Darstellung aller vorziiglicher Schldsser und
Ruinen der Osterreichischen Monarchie, Gallerie der
Adelssitze Bohmens aus der Vorzeit und Gegenwart etc.
Of the graphic sheets depicting various celebrations,
we can name at least the engravings capturing the
coronations of Ferdinand II, Frederick I, Maria
Theresia, Leopold IT and Ferdinand V. Of the other
events, the graphic sheets record e.g. the depiction
of the battle at Bila Hora or the execution of the
Bohemian lords at Old Town Square in 1621.

The collection includes also drawings and
aquarelles of Czech chateau interiors from the

19 century and drawings and graphic works by

a number of self-taught aristocrats (e.g. an album
of views of the Schwarzenberg estate by Paulina
Schwarzenberg).

Itis a collection of photographs and reproductions
created on the basis of a photographic process,
which was created by including the relevant
material from the individual fonds administered
by the department. The main part is the
photography from the legacy of Zdenék Wirth,
including the materials, which were part of the
so-called Monument Archive of the State Photo-
Measurement Institute, the Archaeological
Commission and Viennese Central Commission
for the Protection of Monuments. Other important
files come e.g. from the legacies of Josef Cibulka
and Viktor Kotrba.

Contents of the collection: The collection includes
photography and photographic files created

in the period from the 1850s to the 1960s -
photography of architecture, interiors (mainly

of chateaus), topographical pictures, portraits,
genres, movables and other objects from various
private and institutional collections. The more
numerously represented localities include Kutna
Hora, Plzen, South Bohemia, the Karlovy Vary
district and Prague circuits, but also unique, very
early pictures appear here from smaller localities.
The photographers and photographic studios
strongly represented here include e.g. Jind¥ich
Eckert, FrantiSek Fridrich, Karel Maloch, Karel
Bellmann, Stenciiv graficky zavod [Stenc’s Graphic
Company], Josef Seidl, Rudolf Brunner-Dvo4k,
Josef Pirka, Wenzel Ferdinand Jantsch, Karel Ptak,
Karel Chotek, Ludwig Angerer, Andreas Groll, and
Oscar Kramer. A component of the collection is also
alarger number of photographs of German, French
and Italian provenience, including authors like
Bisson Fréres, Edouard Baldus or Hermann Krone.
The collection also has a wide range of photographic
processes represented: salt paper, albumin paper,
colloids process - both positive and negative, silver
bromide photography, cyanotype, platinotype,
flexography, carbon print, ambrotypes, ferrotypes,
autochrome, photogravure, collotype, various
types of colored photography and repaints.
