+ Working Groups are set up by the Consortium Board at the request of at
least one Member of the Consortium, who - as a WG leader - proposes a
detailed objective of the WG, its composition and organization, its work plan
and schedule, period for which the group is to be set up, sources of financing
and the scope of responsibilities of each member of the WG

+ institutions which are not Members of the Consortium may be members of

Working Groups

+ Working Groups operate on the basis of an annual work plan and report to
the Board annually

+ the Board oversees Working Groups and can change their composition,
suggest changes to work plans and schedules, merging with other groups etc.
