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Shrnuti

e Mnoho evropskych zemi véetné Ceska se v soucasnosti potyka s nedostatkem uditeld, téch
kvalitnich obzvlast. Jednim z feSeni je podpora ucitelskych profesnich aspiraci uz u mladych
béhem jejich studia na zakladni a stfedni skole. Tato studie empiricky mapuje ucitelské
aspirace v evropskych zemich mezi 15letymi zaky na zaklad€ dat z mezinarodniho Setieni PISA.

e Nejvice na ucitelské povolani aspiruji 15leti v Irsku a Lucembursku, kde jich je az 10 %. Naopak
v Loty$sku, Portugalsku nebo na Islandu na uéitelstvi aspiruje pouze 1 %. Cesky podil 2,7 %
se nachéazi vyrazné pod evropskym priimeérem 4,5 %.

e Co se tyce rozdilnych ucitelskych aspiraci divek a chlapci, jsou u divek vyssi ve vSech zemich,
a nékde vyssi velmi vyrazné. Vtomto ohledu Cesko v Evropé vyraznéji nevy¢niva. Nejnizsi
podily 15letych chlapci aspirujicich na ucitelstvi (kolem 1 %) pozorujeme v postkomunistic-
kych zemich (Loty$sku, Madarsku, Slovensku, Estonsku a Cesku). Tyto zemé se zirover
potykaji s nejnizsim zastoupenim muzu v ucitelské profesi. Je to zfejmeé zptisobeno i feminizaci
Skolstvi téchto zemi béhem ekonomické a spolecenské transformace v 90. letech minulého
stoleti. Pretrvavajici nizké aspirace chlapcii na ucitelstvi v téchto zemich naznacuji, Ze se
problém nizkého zastoupeni muz mezi uciteli v dohledné dobé ziejmé vyiesit nepodaii.

e Z Ceskych zakt aspirujicich na povolani ucitele ma pouze 35 % alespon jednoho vysokoskol-
sky vzdélaného rodice. Spolu s Italii a Slovenskem jde o jediné tti zemé, kde je tento podil nizsi
nez u ostatnich zakd aspirujicich na jina povolani vyzadujici také vysokoskolské vzdélani.
Ucitelé se zde tedy vice nez v jinych zemich rekrutuji z rodin s nizsim vzdélanostnim zazemim.

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e Cesko spolu s Finskem a Svycarskem piredstavuji malou skupinu evropskych zemi, kde zaci
aspirujici na ucitelské povolani vykazuji v primeéru vyssi funkéni étenafskou gramotnost — byt
statisticky vyznamnou jen ve Finsku — nez jejich vrstevnici aspirujici na jina povolani také
vyzadujici vysokou Skolu. Nezodpovézenou otazkou zustava, zda aspirace na ucitelské povolani
v Cesku pretrva az do véku volby vysoké skoly, a jesté pozdéjsitho véku po absolutoriu, kdy
dochéazi k nastupu do profese a lidé se rozhoduji o setrvani v ni. Z jinych nedavnych Setreni
vyplyva, Ze potencial dobie disponovanych uéiteli v Cesku sice existuje, ale neni dostate¢né
vyuzivan.

e Série drivejsich studii IDEA osvétluje, Ze ucitelské aspirace ovliviiuje relativni platové
ohodnoceni ucitelské profese a kariérni vyhled. Vyzkumna literatura vSak dokladuje,
Ze motivace k ucitelstvi vychazi spi$ z vnitfnich a altruistickych dtvodd. Nemalou roli v tom
pak hraje pozitivni vlastni zkusenost z obdobi vlastni skolni dochazky a vztaht s uditeli. Nase
zjisténi ukazuji, ze $kolské prostiedi v Cesku vyznamnéjsi faktor formujici ucitelské aspirace
predstavuje.

e Podil zakl aspirujicich na ucitelskou profesi se li$i nejen napii¢ evropskymi zemémi, ale také
uvnitf zemi, a tedy i Ceska. Dle nedavné analyzy Ceské $kolni inspekce pocituji nedostatek
ucitelt spise Skoly v Ceskych krajich, pri¢emz v moravskych krajich se s timto problémem
potykaji mnohem méné. To koreluje s podilem 15letych Zaka s ucitelskymi aspiracemi, ktery je
nejnizsi ve stfednich a zapadnich Cechach a nejvyssi na stiedni Moravé a ve Slezsku.

e Prildkat kvalitni zaky do ucitelské profese a ucitele z ménée zastoupenych skupin jako jsou muzi
¢i ucitelé predmétt STEM, by mohlo lepsi platové ohodnoceni. Ale nepfimym nastrojem miize
byt i pristup stavajicich uciteld, ktefi mohou jako dobry vzor pozitivné ovliviiovat ucitelské
aspirace svych zakt. Vice lakat dobfe disponované Zaky do ucitelské profese by mohla také
modernizace obsahu a forem pocatecniho a dal§iho pedagogického studia a systematictéjsi
podpora zacinajicich uciteld.

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Summary

e Many European countries, including the Czech Republic, currently face a shortage of teachers,
especially quality teachers. One possible solution to this would be to support aspiring teachers
at a younger age, during their studies at primary and secondary school. This study provides
an empirical overview of teaching aspirations among 15-year-old school pupils in European
countries based on data from the international PISA survey.

e 15-year-olds most aspire to the teaching profession in Ireland and Luxembourg, where
up to 10% of pupils are would-be teachers. At the other end of the range, only 1% of fifteen-
year-olds in Latvia, Portugal, and Iceland aspire to the teaching profession. At 2.7%, the level
of teaching aspiration in the Czech Republic is substantially below the European average
of 4.5%.

e More girls than boys aspire to be teachers across all countries; in some countries this difference
is very substantial. In this respect, the Czech Republic stands out quite substantially from
the rest of Europe. The lowest shares of 15-year-old boys aspiring to be teachers (around 1%)
are observed in post-communist countries (Latvia, Hungary, Slovakia, Estonia, and the Czech
Republic). These countries also have the lowest proportion of men currently in the teaching
profession. This is probably the result of the feminization of schooling in these countries
during the economic and social transformation of the 1990s. The persistent low level
of teaching aspiration among boys in these countries suggests that the problem of male
underrepresentation in teaching is unlikely to be resolved in the foreseeable future.

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e Among those Czech pupils who do aspire to teach, only 35% have at least one university-
educated parent. This places the Czech Republic — with Italy and Slovakia — among only three
countries where this percentage is lower than among pupils aspiring to other professions
requiring a university education. Hence, teachers are more often recruited from families with
less-educated backgrounds in these countries than in other European countries.

e With Finland and Switzerland, the Czech Republic is also part of a small group of European
countries in which pupils who aspire to the teaching profession exhibit higher functional
reading literacy on average than their peers who aspire to other professions requiring
university education, albeit that this is only statistically significantly in Finland. The question
remains whether teaching aspirations in the Czech Republic will endure until these pupils
make decisions about their university studies, or indeed beyond graduation, when it comes
to entering the profession and deciding whether to remain in it. The results of other recent
surveys imply that the Czech Republic has the potential for a well-qualified teaching body, but
this potential is not currently sufficiently harnessed.

e A series of previous IDEA studies have shed light on the fact that aspirations to teach are
affected by relative pay and career prospects in the teaching profession. Relevant research
nevertheless indicates that a motivation to teach is most often driven by internal and altruistic
reasons. One not-insignificant factor in forming teaching aspirations is positive personal
experiences and relationships with teachers while at school. Our findings show that the school
environment is a substantial factor in forming teaching aspirations in the Czech Republic.

e The share of pupils aspiring to the teaching profession varies not only across European
countries but also within those countries, including within the Czech Republic. According
to a recent analysis by the Czech School Inspectorate, the current teacher shortage is felt more
strongly in the Bohemian regions, and is much less of an issue in the Moravian regions. This
correlates with the share of 15-year-old pupils who aspire to teach, which is lowest in Central
and Western Bohemia and highest in Central Moravia and Silesia.

e Better pay could attract good pupils into the teaching profession and attract or retain teachers
from under-represented groups, such as men and STEM subject specialists. However, this
same goal could also be achieved indirectly through the approaches taken by current teachers,
who can serve as good role models and positively influence their pupils’ teaching aspirations.
Modernisation of initial and further teacher training, in both content and form, and provision
of more systematic support to newly-qualified teachers could also attract more good pupils
into the teaching profession.
