
We investigate experimentally the conjecture that loss avoidance solves the tension in stag-
hunt games for which payoff dominance and risk dominance make conflicting predictions.
Contrary to received textbook wisdom, money-losing outcomes do shift behavior, albeit not
strongly, toward the payoff-dominant equilibrium.
