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Abstract

Using district level data for the Czech and Slovak Republics, we analyze the dynamics of
unemployment for the 1992-93 period. Seemingly unrelated regressions were estimated on the
average inflows to and outflows from unemployment in an average month of a given year. The
findings suggest that different factors operate on inflows and outflows and that understanding the
unemployment phenomenon requires a separate analysis of these two processes. In particular,
while demand factors (proxied by the level of industrial production) have a significant positive
effect on outflows from unemployment, they have virtually non-existent effect on inflows. In
contrast, structural variables such as distant from the district capital to the western border, the
educational composition of the population, extent of agriculture in the district at the start of the
reform are significant for inflows but not for outflows.

There are significant differences between the Czech and Slovak Republics and across the two
years. Concerning the difference between the two republics, one finds for instance, that the
number of vacancies and the distance of the district from the western border have significant
effects on outflows in Slovakia but not in the Czech Republic. Similarly, the extent of agriculture
has an opposite effect on inflows in the two republics and the educational composition has a more
important effect on inflows in the Czech Republic than in Slovakia. Regarding differences over
time, we are unable to accept the hypothesis that the structure of the coefficients is stable over
time. This is indicative of the fact that the two republics were still undergoing structural change
in these two years. Important changes in coefficients over time occurred with the extent of
agriculture in the inflow equation, effect of the town (urban) variable on both inflows and
outflows in Slovakia and the effect of educational composition in both equations in the two
republics.
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Abstrakt

V této praci je na zékladé okresnich dat analyzovan vyvoj nezaméstnanosti v Ceské a Slovenské
republice v letech 1992 - 1993. Metodou zdanlivé nesouvisejicich regresi je odhadnut primérny
mésicni priristek a ubytek nezaméstnanych. Z vysledkli miizeme soudit, Ze ptirtstky a ubytky
jsou ovlivitovany riiznymi faktory, a Ze pro pochopeni nezaméstnanosti musime studovat tyto dva
procesy samostatné. Zatimco poptavkové faktory (zastoupené primyslovou vyrobou) maji
vyznamny vliv na ubytek nezaméstnanych, jejich dopad na pfirtistek nezaméstnanych je témet
nulovy. Na druhé stran¢ strukturni proménné, jako napt. vzdalenost okresniho mésta od
zépadnich hranic, vzdélanost obyvatelstva, rozsah zeméd¢€lské vyroby v okrese na pocatku
reformy, maji vyznamny vliv u pfirtstku nezaméstnanosti, ne v§ak u jejiho ubytku.

Mezi Ceskou a Slovenskou republikou a mezi jednotlivymi roky jsou vyznamné rozdily. Co se
tyce rozdilli mezi zemémi, zjistujeme, ze pocet volnych mist a vzdalenost okresu od zapadnich
hranic ma vyznamny vliv na ibytek nezaméstnanosti na Slovensku, ale ne v Ceské republice.
Stejné tak rozsah zemédélské vyroby piisobi v obou zemich na ptiristek nezaméstnanych opacné
zmén v Case, nemuzeme piijmout hypotézu, ze strukturni koeficienty jsou stabilni. To poukazuje
na skutecnost, Ze v obou republikach v danych letech jeste probihala transformace. Vyznamné
zmény zaznamenavame u vlivu zemédélské produkce v rovnici pro pfiriistek nezaméstnanosti,
meéni se vliv mést na pfirtistek I ubytek nezaméstnanych na Slovensku a ke zméné dochazi u
vzdé¢lanosti v obou rovnicich u obou zemi.
